OUTCOMES

Various transportation solutions were identified
during the project, including multimodal street
design to encourage walking and rolling to
school; nearby intersection improvements;
parking lot redesign; and accessibility
enhancements for Americans with Disabilities
Act compliance.

Providing safe locations for school bus riders and
parent pick-up and drop-off, was another key
outcome.
