
 

REQUEST FOR ASSISTANCE 
EASTERN OREGON  

ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT PLANNING PROJECT  
 

 

The Oregon Department of Land Conservation and Development (DLCD) is accepting requests 

for planning assistance from cities and counties in Eastern Oregon1 to update comprehensive 

plans and infrastructure information to support economic development efforts in the region. 

Background 

DLCD received funds to complete economic opportunities analyses (EOAs) for Eastern Oregon. 

With the funds, DLCD will contract with consultants experienced in completing EOAs, and the 

consultant will work for a city – or group of cities within a county or region – to prepare draft 

updates to comprehensive plans. Because of demand from within the region, and given the 

critical role infrastructure plays in realizing economic growth, public facility inventories will 

also be offered. The funds must be expended by June 30, 2019. 

Available Services 

Eligible cities and counties may request assistance developing one or both of the following 

products. 

Economic Development Planning. The consultant will work with one or more advisory 

committees appointed by the city – or by the county acting on behalf of a group of cities – to 

prepare a hearings-ready draft EOA as described in OAR 660-009-0015. The purpose of an EOA 

is to ensure that cities have an available land supply to support economic growth. An EOA 

includes analysis of local and regional economic trends, evaluation of the community’s 

opportunities and barriers to economic growth, and a determination of the types and amounts of 

land and infrastructure needed to support expected employment. 

In addition to the EOA, the consultant will help the city or group of cites review comprehensive 

plan policies to ensure the policies implement the community’s economic development 

objectives, and recommend amendments to the policies if needed. (See OAR 660-009-0020.) 

Finally, the consultant will help the city determine whether rezoning or an urban growth 

boundary expansion would be needed to accommodate needed employment land. (See OAR 660-

009-0025.) 

Public Facility Inventory. The consultant will prepare information and maps showing the 

location, capacity, and condition of water, sewage disposal, storm water management, and 

transportation systems inside the urban growth boundary for the purpose of assessing the 

community’s economic development potential. Such inventories will be based on best available 

information from cities, other service providers, and state agencies. 

                                                 
1 “Eastern Oregon” is defined in ORS 321.805 as “that portion of the state lying east of a line beginning at the 

intersection of the northern boundary of the State of Oregon and the western boundary of Wasco County, thence 

south along the western boundaries of the counties of Wasco, Jefferson, Deschutes and Klamath to the southern 

boundary of the State of Oregon.”

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Eligibility 

All cities and counties in Eastern Oregon are eligible to submit a Request for Assistance. 

Because EOAs are completed for a specific urban growth area, a county government is eligible 

only as a convener for a group of cities within its boundaries.  

If the department receives more interest than available funding can accommodate, priority will 

be given first to cities that are: (a) in a county with a population smaller than 20,000; (b) in a 

distressed area; and (c) geographically isolated.2 Second priority will be given to those cities that 

are: (a) in a county with a population smaller than 20,000; and (b) in a distressed area. The 

department will also consider local government readiness and give special consideration to those 

applications that include multiple cities within a region or county, particularly those where the 

county is serving as the convener.  

Application and Next Steps 

Complete and sign one-page application (on following page). Applications will be accepted 

through May 31, 2018. 

Selected jurisdictions will be asked to sign a memorandum of understanding that spells out the 

roles and responsibilities of the consultant, DLCD, and the local government.

for 2018. “Geographically isolated” means a city that is located more than 50 miles from a city larger than 75,000 

people.
