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The following statistics were taken from boating accident reports received by the State Marine Board for 2000.
Accidents involving death, injury, or property damage exceeding $500 must be reported.

Comments on the year...

In 2000 there were 98 reported accidents in Oregon in which 14 boaters died. This is the fewest number of recreational
boating fatalities since 1996.

In only 2 of the 14 cases where we lost a boater was the victim wearing a life jacket. In almost every situation the boater
had life jackets on board but chose not to wear it. And In just about every situation the boater would have survived had
they chosen to wear their life jacket.

The number of personal watercraft (PWC) accidents in Oregon dropped for the third straight year. In 2000, there were 17
PWC accidents, down from 21 in 1999 and half the record number of 34 accidents in 1997. The number of PWC accidents
per registered PWC boats dropped to its lowest levels since the early 90°s when there were fewer than several thousand of
these craft in our waterways.

In 2000 there was only one boating fatality during the summer months of July and August. This is unusual as these two
months usually account for close to one third of the year’s boating fatalities. It is also unusual for us to have half of our
fatalities during September and October, when in an average year the figure is generally less than 20 percent.

There were only two fatalities that involved non-motorized boats such as canoes, kayaks, and rafts. In an average year 35-
40 percent of our boating fatalities occur in these kinds of boats.

Of the 14 fatalities only four of the victims were tested for alcohol and only one tested positive. Tests are not done for a
number of reasons including age, body decomposition or the body was never recovered.
