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Proposed changes to FAA AC 150/5370-
10G

-All proposed changes outside what the spec allows
must be documented in the Engineer’s Design Report
and will undergo close review

-Changes to surface treatment sections (P-401, 403, 501)
are discouraged

-Minimize or eliminate proposed changes to testing,
measurement, and payment sections.

-Submit proposed changes in a file with all changes
highlighted to project manager for review.

-PM will decide what items will need to be re-submitted
on the standard Modification of Airport Design
Standards form (see standard Handout for Predesign).
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
