The annual Oregon Agriculture in the Classroom Agricultural Literacy Project 
improves both the literacy of Oregon’s young readers and their knowledge of 
agriculture. 

How it Works 

Trained volunteers are paired with Oregon schools and read the Agricultural 
Literacy Project’s featured book to students in grades K-4. Volunteers then lead a 
fun, hands-on lesson with students to reinforce the book’s message and share 
their personal connection to agriculture. Start to finish, it takes about 45 minutes 
of class time.
