PROPOSED/AMENDED RULE SUMMARY: 2-3 sentences

Amends OAR to align with SB 216, Provides a $50,000 supplement to districts under 1,500
ADMw to hire a project Director, caps their award at $150,000, Include a stipulation for an
additional 10% of grant funds to be provided to districts who implement a new,
researched-based program to increase student acheivment and removes the provision to
include district consortiums.
