FINDINGS OF FACT

(1) On June 24, 2011, Student’s Parents requested a due process hearing. The matter
was referred to the Office of Administrative Hearings (OAH) on June 27, 2011 for hearing. The
matter was assigned to Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) Jill Marie Messecar of the OAH. A
pre-hearing teleconference was set for August 1, 2011.

(2) On July 29, 2011 Student’s Parents faxed a copy of a settlement agreement that was
signed by most but not all participants.

(3) At the August 1, 2011 pre-hearing teleconference, counsel for the District, Graham
Hicks, appeared but Student’s Parents did not. Mr. Hicks informed ALJ Messecar that the
parties had reached an agreement that was expected to be signed by all the parties. Because both
parties were not present a second pre-hearing teleconference was set for August 8, 2011 and the
order deadline was not extended.

(4) On August 3, 2011, Student’s Parents faxed a copy of a settlement agreement that was
signed by all participants. Student’s Parents requested that the OAH enter an order of dismissal
with prejudice. Accordingly, the matter having been settled by agreement between the parties, a
contested case proceeding is no longer required in this matter, based on the withdrawal of the
hearing request by the requesting party and a mutual settlement of the issues raised by the
Parents’ hearing request.

ORDER

The June 24, 2011 request for a due process hearing has been withdrawn and the case is
dismissed with prejudice. ' A «
