(1)  On August 3, 2017, Parent filed a request for a due process hearing. On that same date, the Oregon 
Department of Education referred the request to the Office of Administrative Hearings (OAH). 

(2)  A Pre-Hearing Conference was held on September 7, 2017.  Diane Wiscarson and appeared on behalf 
of Student and Parent. Richard G. Cohn-Lee appeared on behalf of the Seaside School District 10 (the District). 
Because the parties had an upcoming mediation on October 12, 2017, the District moved to extend the 45-day rule.

(3)  Counsel for Student and Parent advised the OAH via electronic mail at 12:46 p.m. on October 13, 
2017 that the matter had settled at mediation, and that Parent was requesting that the due process be dismissed with 
prejudice.
