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Monthly Minute is a newsletter providing insight and tips on potential threats and
hazards brought to you the Oregon Department of Education.

Flooding is one of the most common
environmental hazards in Oregon. You should
first identify the risk of flooding in your district
during the second step of your six-step planning
process: understand the situation. That is the
point in the process when you should identify
your threats and hazards and assess the risk
associated with each one. Knowing what you are
up against can go a long way toward preventing,
and even mitigating, disasters.

Check out the Federal Emergency Management’s
Flood Map Service Center to see if your
buildings, bus routes, or reunification sites are in
flood hazard zones. Another good resource is
Oregon HazVu by the Oregon Department of
Geology and Mineral Industries. You can use
their interactive map to find other risks in your

area beyond flooding.

Now that you have checked the map of your area,
do you see that your school buildings are in, or
near, a flood hazard zone? If they are, have you
planned for, and implemented, mitigation
measures that will reduce the impact of flooding?
Sometimes we have to plan around existing and
unchangeable conditions, but if you find yourself
in this situation, don’t aggravate the situation by
failing to plan for keeping your students and staff
safe.

Identify evacuation routes and reunification sites
that avoid flood hazard zones. The age-old
maxim “get to higher ground and stay there” is
absolutely true when seeking to avoid danger
during high rainfall that brings flooding. It is one
thing to have a building stuck in a flood hazard
zone. It’s another to plan evacuation from that
building and to a reunification site that also sits
in a flood hazard zone. We can’t always move or
lift the buildings we have. But we can plan to
safely evacuate and reunify in places that will
minimize our exposure to floods, flash flooding
or landslides.

If all this is overwhelming, don’t panic. Others
