Discussion: 
Does ALERT look at the two reports to see how many edits were 
made? 
We have in the past, but not recently.  HL7 standards have led to 
fewer errors, but it might be interesting to revisit. 
Does ALERT look at who reads the email to providers? 
No, have not looked at that. 
Reminder/recall is required for public providers. 
 

Roundup Immunization program has received fewer general immunization 
question calls of late. 
The update standing orders from Pneumococcal and Tdap are in 
process. Staff has been pulling into Covid 19 work, delaying progress. 
HVP Alliance meeting was very good.  Task forces are starting work. 
Dental immunizations – should there be a dental representative on 
IPAT?  Immunizations is attending the dental conference in Portland 
later this year.  Kim will be going to the Oral Health meeting, and will 
inquire about interest in IPAT participation. 
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Healthcare worker flu rates Presentation on 2017-18 healthcare worker (HCW) flu vaccination 
data. 

• 2018-19 report has not been released yet. 
• Facilities included:  

o 63 Hospitals  
o 86 Ambulatory surgery centers 
o 136 Skilled nursing facilities 
o 71 Dialysis facilities  

• HCW classifications: 
o Employees 
o Independent practitioners 
o Students and volunteers 
o Other contractors 

• Overall influenza vaccination rate and facility-specific 
vaccination rates increased in 2017-2018.  

• Dialysis facilities have met the 2020 goal (90% vs. 90%) 
• Hospitals have met the 2015 Healthy People Goal (82% vs. 

75%) but remain short of the 2020 goal (90%). 
• Further improvement needed in HCW influenza vaccination in 

Skilled Nursing Facilities and Ambulatory Surgery Centers that 
remain short of 2015 (75%) and 2020 (90%) goals 

Discussion: 
What would it take to get HCW vaccine data into ALERT IIS? 
It’s ongoing work.  Some employee health organizations don’t share 
data. 
Few dialysis patients get entered into ALERT IIS, although the 
facilities do immunize. 
It’s something ALERT can look into. 
Employee health systems don’t always use the same EHR for staff as 
for the patients at the facility. 
What do skilled nursing facilities say are the barriers to getting staff 
immunized? 
High turnover  
Language  
Education failure 
Lack of support from administration 
The HCW Toolkit is being translated into more languages. 
Assisted living facilities are not included in the report.  How do we 
reach them? 

Flu season overview and 
monitoring flu in the metro 
region 

Presentation covered current season: 
• Find out where and when activity is occurring 
• Determine viruses circulating 
• Detect novel strains and any changes in viruses (e.g., antiviral 

resistance) 
• Measure burden of outpatient illnesses, ED visits, and 

hospitalizations 
• B strain has been more prevalent this season to date, but A is 

picking up 
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• 522 hospitalizations to date 
 

Coronavirus 
overview/update 

• New strain identified January 7 
• Early cases traced to a fish and animal product market in 

Wuhan. 
• Jan. 20 – first case in the United State, in Washington 
• Jan. 21 – OHA stood up the IMT 
• CDC developed a test.  Initially only tested travelers coming 

from China.  Testing has expanded to persons with symptoms. 
• Feb. 28 – Oregon Public Health Laboratory began testing.   
• Oregon has 3 cases to date; two in Washington county and one 

in Umatilla county. 
• Extensive testing in school where one case was employed but 

no additional cases have been found. 
• Now testing patients in hospitals with symptoms 
• Expect more tests to become commercially available, allowing 

more testing by providers. 
• 88 countries reporting cases.   
• 162 cases in the US to date. 
• 10 deaths in US, all but one occurred in Washington care 

facility 
• Very few cases in children reported. 
• Supplies of personal protective equipment is a concern for 

HCWs. 
• Set up a 211 line for the public 

Discussion: 
Will the cases wane as the weather warms up?  We don’t know but 
that is characteristic of respiratory illness.
