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Building Performance Standards

e Part of HB 3409 in the 2023 Legislative Session

* Addresses energy use and emissions from existing commercial buildings,
which account for nearly 20% of energy use in Oregon.

* [t will require many large commercial buildings to enhance energy
management practices and implement efficiency measures to meet energy
use targets and will be modeled after ASHRAE Standard 100.

* Will be administered by ODOE
 Modeled after Washington state program

Tier 1 building means a building in which the sum of gross floor area for hotel, motel and nonresidential use equals or exceeds 35,000 squarefeet, excluding any
parking garage.

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A building with gross floor area, excluding any parking garage, that equals or exceeds 35,000 square feet and that is used as a multifamily residential
building, a hospital, a school, a dormitory or university building; or

A building in which the sum of gross floor area for hotel, motel and nonresidential use exceeds 20,000 square feet but does not exceed 35,000 square feet,
excluding any parking garage.
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Building Performance Standards

* Compliance will generally require either:

* Meeting energy use intensity (EUI) targets;

* Meeting conditional compliance requirements that ODOE establishes
(such as energy audits, energy investments, and energy management
plans), or;

* Receiving approval for an eligible exemption allowed under HB 3409
