OREGON CHILD CARE RESEARCH PARTNERSHIP WORK PLAN

1. Provide research and evaluation assistance to the Child Care Division and the Child Care Research Partnership (CCRP) for all Child Care and Development Fund – supported projects.

a. Provide of technical assistance related to evaluation and research to the Child Care Division Administrator.
b. Develop a statewide system for sharing data sets  .

2.  Provide child care supply and demand data for Oregon state and community planning 
a. Collect data in collaboration with child care system partners.

b. Produce and publish biennial report.

3. Provide access to national and state child care research 

a. Respond to and provide data for requests from child care system partners, policy- and decision- makers, researchers and the general public.

b. In collaboration with the Policy Research Consortium and other research groups, identify and disseminate child care research findings that are relevant to the Oregon child care system.

4. Meet ten times per year as the Oregon Child Care Research Partnership (OCCRP), a Committee of the statewide Childhood Care and Education Coordinating Council.

a. Develop and manage the OCCRP work-plan.

b. Plan and facilitate an annual Researcher’s Roundtable summit.

c. Provide information and/or presentations at local, state and national meetings and workshops.

OCCRP meets monthly (except August and December) from 1:00 pm to 3:00 pm on the first Wednesday of the month at the Oregon Child Care Resource and Referral Network Offices, 805 Liberty NE, Salem, OR.
