Growth Management Goals and Consequences to Avoid
The Growth Management Committee discussed and agreed upon three goals for any growth management policy: 
1) The policy should promote access for students and allow the State Board of Education to strategically prioritize enrollment investments.

2) The policy should encourage growth.

3) The policy should prevent growth of one or a few institutions from having an unreasonable negative impact on other institutions.

The committee outlined several outcomes it believes the policy should avoid:

1) The growth of one institution should not overwhelm other institutions.

2) Resources should not be completely reactive to growth.

3) The policy should not incentivize out-of-control growth.

The committee also discussed the importance of maintaining and continuing to increase the statewide value of total public resources per FTE.  The committee acknowledged the importance of enrollment growth in providing access for Oregonians, while recognizing that long-term growth can only be supported if revenues per student keep pace with inflation and rising costs.
