Summary

The department meets three of the five criteria established by DAS.  The department proposes 24 performance measures, plus six developmental, linked to seven goals and 15 Oregon Benchmarks and other high level outcomes.  The department breaks down the seven goals into 17 sub-goals.  All of the performance measures are new to the department.  These measures appear to gauge progress toward goals and pertinent benchmarks.  Given the broad scope of the department responsibilities, the measures are few in number, however a few may be too high level to measure department performance. The measures conform to standard concepts and definitions.  The agency provides no data or targets and it has not described its data sources.

Comments and recommendations specific to basic criteria 

Gauge progress towards goals and pertinent benchmarks

The department meets this criterion. It proposes 24 performance measures linked to seven goals and 15 Oregon Benchmarks and other high level outcomes.  The department breaks down the seven goals into 17 sub-goals.  The department lists six additional measures (PM  8, 12, 25, 27, 28 and 30) as developmental. All of the performance measures are new to the department. The agency has developed a set of measures that reflect its broad span of responsibilities.  Because the measures are new, a good deal of fine-tuning will be necessary. (Note: The department states that it considers these goals and measures a first step toward having a useful performance management tool. These measures will become a critical component of a “business case review” that is currently underway, according to the department.  As it refocuses its mission and goals, the measures will need to be re-visited.) 

A few key measures 

The department meets this criterion but a note of caution is necessary. While the 30 proposed measures all appear to be key to a successful education system, some may be too far removed from the department control or influence to be considered appropriate measures of department performance.  The measures of student success for a selected set of subgroups (PM 5, 6, and 7) and Certificate of Initial Mastery attainment (PM 10) fall into this category.  (Note: The department acknowledges this concern but counters that these will be “performance measures” that the federal government will use to judge Oregon’s success as part of the federal “No Child Left Behind” law.)

Conforms to standard concepts and definitions  

The department meets this criterion. Goals and performance measures conform to DAS approved concepts and definitions.

Targets  

At this time, the department does not meet this criterion.  No targets are proposed, nor are longitudinal data provided. (Note: The department acknowledges this shortcoming.  Due to the newness of the measures, it has not had time to gather data or to seriously consider what ambitious but realistic targets should be for 2005.)

Accurate and reliable data  

At this time the department does not meet this criterion.  Data sources have not been identified. (Note: Again, the department acknowledges this lack and has stated its intention to identify data sources in the near future. The Department states that its Data Base Initiative contains much of the information that will inform these measures. The Department expects to complete this work by the end of the current fiscal year.)

Important information about this review

At the request of Superintendent of Public Instruction Susan Castillo, the Oregon Progress Board contracted with the Department of Education to assist in the development of its goals and performance measures. To insure that the Department met its deadline for submitting materials to Ways & Means, Progress Board staff also drafted this review. Other members of the DAS Performance Measure Review Group will conduct a supplemental review in the next few weeks. (See below.)

Performance measure 9, relating to college attendance, may need to be expanded to include private colleges in Oregon, as well.

Goal 3: Schools are safe and orderly.

Goal 3.A. Schools are free from controlled substances and harmful behavior. 

It is not clear what school truancy has to do with decreasing drug use?  A different or additional measure is needed if drug use is important.

Goal 3.B. Educational facilities, including buses, are adequate and safe.

A. The one measure that relates to bus safety, # of bus accidents, is somewhat removed from the department’s influence. Another measure that links to the department’s specific role in assuring bus safety would be better.

B. An additional measure relating to facility adequacy and safety is needed.

2. Comment related to a possible missing goal – 

One area that is largely unmentioned is the Department's capacity to support the development of high-quality educational policy. While it is the duty of the State Board of Education to adopt policy, the Board is usually, if not always, informed by ODE staff recommendations. How could ODE improve its ability to present high-quality policy proposals to the Board?
