Summary

The Office of Energy presents four measures aligned with four goals, three Oregon Benchmarks and a mission statement. The Performance Measure Review Committee finds that they meet all five basic criteria specified in the Guidelines. The measures appear to address the scope of agency responsibility and include targets and data. A data sources sheet indicates that data will be verifiable.

Comments and recommendations specific to basic criteria

The agency’s four measures appear to gauge progress toward the agency’s goals and pertinent benchmarks.

2. A few key measures 

Four measures are clearly key to the agency’s performance.  

3. Conforms to standard concepts and definitions 

The agency’s measures conform to standard concepts and definitions. 

4. Targets

The agency has targets for all of its measures. The committee finds three of the measures ambitious but realistic.  The target for PM #1, relating to the fossil fuel savings, is beyond the committee’s technical expertise to evaluate. 

5. Accurate and reliable data

Data sources appear reliable.
