Background

In 2004, the Governor’s office defined and promoted the “Brand Oregon” design to provide a uniform look and feel across state agencies’ Web sites. The goal is to enable citizens to navigate the site more easily, while strengthening the state’s “brand” in its presence on the Web. 
The state uses Interwoven’s TeamSite to manage Oregon.gov static Web content. Agencies need better tools for working with their Web content, however, and more flexibility in presentation and use of templates. Introduction of new publishing tools to make publishing easier and more flexible may also affect the uniform design and branding for the state’s Web presence.

What is Site Publisher?
SitePublisher and LiveSite are two new Web content management products that greatly extend the functionality of TeamSite. LiveSite provides a dynamic content architecture, allowing direct interaction with agency databases. SitePublisher provides a component-based model that allows agencies to quickly customize their Web pages by enabling “drag-and-drop” assembly of page components and “point-and-click” live editing of content.

Purpose of this Memorandum

The e-Governance Board met on Monday, March 3, 2008, and reviewed the need for policies around SitePublisher and LiveSite. The SitePublisher and LiveSite tools enable agencies to change their Web sites quickly and dramatically. This advanced capability, however, could jeopardize the uniformity of the state’s Web design. The e-Governance Board needs to adopt policies on how agencies use the tools within Oregon.gov.
