Change to the State Jobs Page
As we prepare to pilot the State Recruitment Improvement Project (SRIP), we are excited to share some of the changes that are occurring from this work effort.  Specifically, there is a significant change to the State Jobs Page, outlined below, that will be taking place over the next few weeks.  


The change:
Effective November 2007, all job listings will display in Working in Oregon (WIO).  Agencies will continue posting job listings in TeamSite.  The posting of jobs to WIO is automatic and seamless and requires no additional work on your part.  The WIO site will provide us with more exposure to jobseekers and the use of WIO prepares us for the piloting of the State Recruitment System within iMatchSkills.

The implementation process:

· The data transfer from TeamSite to WIO will occur every thirty minutes.  Agencies will need to ensure their job listings contain accurate information before publishing.


· The current web address, www.oregonjobs.org  will remain functional. 

· The final review of this process will occur on Tuesday, October 9th.


· TeamSite and WIO will then be tested by subject matter experts to ensure both systems work properly. This work is scheduled to be complete by mid-October.

· The new WIO State Jobs Page will be implemented in November of this year.
