Key Performance Measure Analysis

To what goal(s) is this performance measure linked? 
Goal 1.  Use land use planning to optimize development and provide buildable lands.

What do benchmark (or other high-level outcome) data say about Oregon relative to the goal(s)? What is the impact of your agency? 

Oregon Benchmarks 4 and 74 relate to job growth and affordable housing. This performance measure relates to those indirectly in that it measures the supply industrial sites and residential sites that can be readily served by sewer and water systems. In the future, Oregon Benchmark 4, 69 and 83 will more directly apply to this performance measure.

How does the performance measure demonstrate agency progress toward the goal?

This measure indicates the percentage of Oregon cities with a population over 2,500 that have completed a major update of their plans for water and sewer facilities to serve their urban growth boundaries.  The timely provision of public facilities is a prerequisite for urban development, affordable housing, and “market-ready” industrial sites.  

Compare actual performance to target and explain any variance.

The target was exceeded, primarily because DLCD formed an interdivisional “SWAT team” in 2003 to focus agency resources to assist local jurisdictions in finishing periodic review tasks.  Only plans completed through periodic review are counted in assessing this measure.  Other plans may have been updated outside of periodic review through the plan amendment process but these are not accounted for here.

Summarize how actual performance compares to any relevant public or private industry standards.

We are aware of no other public or private industry standard that evaluates the department’s or local governments’ progress toward updating funding plans for sewer and water facilities.

What is an example of a department activity related to the measure?

Periodic review is the major activity that supports this measure.  In periodic review, each city forecasts its land needs for the next twenty years and amends its public facility plan accordingly, if needed.  The department also provides grants and technical assistance to help cities adopt comprehensive plan policies and land use regulations that ensure that adequate and appropriate public facilities are provided to support urban development.

What needs to be done as a result of this analysis?

Recent changes in legislation have removed cities with a population under 10,000 from mandatory periodic review.  For these cities, more emphasis needs to be placed on other state programs that might encourage local update of public facility plans.  Better tracking of updates that occur through plan amendments outside periodic review is also needed.  Finally, adequate funding of the department’s technical assistance and grants programs is needed to help achieve the targets.  Targets for this measure reflect the limited resources of both the department and local governments to update public facility plans on a regular basis.
