· Where are the measures on energy, ports, rail, aviation, water suppliers (districts), storm/waste water, how we build, etc.  There are many holes to be filled in order to capture the goal of ‘healthy sustainable surroundings’.

	· We are in the top ten of all states regarding homelessness.  Since 2002 the turn away rate at shelters has quadrupled

	· The connection between housing and transportation requirements. Housing burden exchanged for a transpiration and educational burden, mainly on the less fortunate.
· Aging in migration of home owner requiring lower income services orientated sector jobs.  Fewer avenues toward getting ahead.  
· No county in the state are fixed income individuals able to find rentals or ownership opportunities at an affordable rate.

	· A major concern is how property rights measures (37/49) have and will impact planning and land use.
· The system of municipal financing hampers the implementing even if planning was in place

	· Collaboration – there is no growing part of the state where a jurisdictional boundary adequately describes or contains any of the issues at hand.
· Innovation – we need to recapture Oregon’s innovative spirit.

· Distinctiveness – the challenges is not become just like other places.  We need to be contextually independent; the challenges are to create distinctive places that become locations of choice.
· We’re not measuring the thinks that we care about or we’re not specific enough in saying what we care about to know whether or not we’re measuring correctly
