Benchmark 23, 25, 26 – Education Attainment 40-40-20

Oregon Education Attainment Targets utilizing 40-40-20
This document describes utilizing the Governor’s 40-40-20 education objectives as the basis for the targets for the benchmarks of 23 – High School Completion, 25 – Post-Secondary Credentials, and 26 – College Completion.
The 40-40-20 targets proposes goals of 40 percent of the population having a four year college degree by 2025, 40 percent of the population having post-secondary training, and the remaining 20 percent having a high school degree or equivalent (in benchmark terms this equates to 100 percent of the population having a HS diploma or equivalent).

For the benchmarks, the population is defined by the standard of adults 25 and over.  Both data sets used in these indicators (American Community Survey and Oregon Population Survey) follow this standard.

The proposed targets that follow utilize a linear progression from the last data point available for the benchmark (2006 or 2007) to the targeted goal of 40-40-20 by 2025.

Benchmark 23– High School Completion (including equivalency)
To achieve the 100 percent of Oregonians (25 and over) attaining the objective by 2025 a growth rate of .67 percentage points per year is needed.  Using this assumption the five year incremental targets are as follows:
