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Engaging the Policy Makers with Oregon Shines III
October 17, 2008
The Progress Board seeks the governor’s advice and sponsorship in re-engaging policy makers with Oregon Shines and the benchmarks.  Here is one approach.  
Step 1:  During the 2009 session, the governor directs the Progress Board to launch Oregon Shines III with the engagement of the legislature. 
Progress Board works with the governor and 2009 legislative committees to:

a. Set the Oregon Shines III central vision and benchmarks for the economic, social and environmental well-being (table, next page). This anchors the rest of the process.
b. Identify key policy questions for further analysis. 
Step 2:  During the interim, the Progress Board develops Oregon Shines III.
a. The Progress Board works with the broader stakeholder community to analyze findings from Step 1 as part of the Oregon Shines III process.
b. Progress Board integrates all findings into a written draft of Oregon Shines III.
Step 3:  During the 2011 session, the Progress Board finalizes Oregon Shines III at the direction of the new governor and the 2011 legislature.
a. The Progress Board presents the Oregon Shines III vision, goals, benchmarks and strategy frameworks to the new governor and the 2011 legislature.
b. The 2011 legislature reviews, adopts, modifies, deletes or adds to the goals (ORS 285A.168).
c. The 2011 legislature establishes how Oregon Shines III and the benchmarks will be integrated into Oregon’s budget and policy-making process in future sessions.
