Purpose
The Oregon Progress Board seeks $53,000 for the writing and production of the Oregon’s statewide strategic plan, Oregon Shines III.  Oregon foundations will be asked to contribute an estimated $50,000 for analysis and meeting support for a collaborative plan development process.
Background
[image: image1.emf][image: image2.emf]Oregon Shines was first created in 1989 and revised in 1997 to sustain a high quality of life for Oregonians well into the future.  Oregon Shines I and II both recognized the interdependency between social, economic, and environmental goals, and offered general strategies for moving forward.  Both engaged hundreds of leaders and citizens in the private and public sectors and created the award-winning
 Oregon Benchmarks to track and report the state’s progress towards the goals.
Today there are 91 Oregon Benchmark measures organized inside social, economic, and environmental domains.  Biennial benchmark reports (and now a 24/7 online benchmark report generator) reflect back to Oregonians how we are progressing as a state.  For example, the April 2007 Benchmark Report told us that while we have made progress in many specific benchmarks such as third grade math (bar chart), progress across whole families of benchmarks remains illusive, such as in education overall (table).

ORS 285A.162 (4) calls for an update of the state’s long-range strategic plan every eight years.  Given our mixed benchmark progress to date, the current economic situation and the even greater global challenges facing Oregon’s next 20 years, it is critical that we refocus our attention on a renewed strategic vision that accelerates Oregon’s progress toward our shared vision and goals.  
Outcomes
Oregon Shines II articulates three inter-dependent goals:
· Quality jobs for all Oregonians (economic well-being)
· Engaged, caring and safe communities (social well-being)
· Healthy, sustainable surroundings (environmental well-being)
Oregon Shines III will update the information in the plan to today’s current realities and offer fresh thinking on strategies for the future.  
Specifically, the plan document will articulate the key challenges facing Oregon’s future, present a collaboratively-developed strategic vision for answering those challenges, and offer an updated set of Oregon Benchmarks to track and report Oregon’s progress for the next 20 years.    

Development of Oregon Shines III will be done at the direction of the legislature in collaboration with state and local leaders and stakeholders in all sectors across Oregon.

Oregon Shines is about all of Oregon, not just state government.  However, state government is a huge player. (Oregon foundations collectively give less that three percent of state government expenditures.) Good government that “does the right things” and “does things right” is therefore critical to moving the benchmarks into positive territory.  Oregon Shines III will continue to support the work of linking state agency key performance measures to the Oregon Benchmarks to better understand the contribution of state government to our societal goals and to sustaining the state’s progress toward economic, social and environmental well-being.
