In 2008, the Department of Land Conservation and Development (DLCD) asked the INR to assess whether the Oregon Land Use Program is helping the state to meet its land use goals.  The study included a look at both the Oregon Benchmarks and Key Performance Measures.   The full report is here.

Mickey Lansing, Executive Director and Lennie Bjornsen, Policy Development 
for the Oregon Commission on Children and Families
Senate Bill 555 (1999) requires state agencies to collaborate with local communities to plan, coordinate, and provide services for Oregon’s children and families – and to measure outcomes.  The Progress Board helped to create guidelines for the measurement piece in the early years.  Mickey and Lennie will describe how the effort has evolved, where it is going, and how the Oregon Benchmarks are used.
