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Due to the lack of a majority at the Dec. committee meeting the following items were proposed for email approval.  Please respond with any comments or corrections by Sunday, December 14th.  No response will be considered approval.
· It’s recommended that the committee receive only benchmark forms where the grade changes.  Currently all forms are sent to the committee.
· The benchmark changes detailed in the CFED alternatives whitepaper are recommended for approval.  CFED is no longer producing the report from which the five benchmarks below were sourced.  Summary:
· OBM 2 - Oregon's national rank in traded sector strength
· Recommended leaving benchmark as is with no new data for the 2009 report.
· OBM 3 - Oregon's national rank for new Employer Identification Numbers per 1000 workers.
· Recommend moving to the new data source while leaving the current targets (new data source is identical to the CFED stated source.)
· OBM 6 - Oregon's national rank in economic diversification (1st = most diversified)
· Recommend moving to the new data source and removing current targets.  New indicator is a more inclusive measure of diversification than the existing CFED sourced measure.
· OBM 8 - Oregon's national rank in venture capital investments (measured in dollars per worker)
· Recommend moving to the new measure of venture capital investment via $1,000 Gross State Product and removing the current targets.  This aligns the benchmark with OECD’s Innovation Index measure of venture cap investment.
· OBM 13 - Comparison of average incomes of top 5th families to lowest 5th families

· Recommend moving to the ACS sourced measure of inequality (only 2006 and 2007 data available) and removing current targets.
· The current data for the Agricultural Lands benchmark (OBM 81) is recommended to be replaced by the Department of Forestry state land use inventory.  Targets would be removed.
· The current data has not been updated since the 2001 report, nor has the benchmark ever been graded against its targets.
· The proposed benchmark uses satellite and aerial images of Oregon to digitally render land cover.  Geographical information system (GIS) maps estimate the dominant land use characteristics across the state.  Maps are not based off of zoning.
· This inventory data is currently used for the Forest Lands benchmark (OBM 82).

· Limitation of changing data sources
·  The benchmark would not have direct comparability to other states.  However, ODF is working with Washington and California on creating similar systems and we could use the NRI data in the comparison section of the measure.
· It’s recommended that OBM 56 – Homelessness be revised to correct for inconsistencies in the data and definition.  This will require changing the data series (new data from 2001-2008) removing the current targets, and changing the benchmark definition as described in the linked document.
No corrections to the above recommendations were received.
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
