About the benchmark (old endnote)
What it measures
Data indicate the percentage of students meeting or exceeding established skill levels. The denominator for the percent of students meeting standards from 1996 – 2001 includes only students tested under standard conditions at or above grade level, while the denominator from 2002 forward includes all students, reflecting the requirements of the No Child Left Behind Act.  2005 results differ from the 2004 results in the follwing ways: a) test scores are aggregated to the school, district, and state level based on the student resident district as of May 2, 2005, whereas in 2004, test scores were aggregated based on resident district at the time the test was taken; b) regardless of where the student took the test, the highest score available is reported; and c) as per NCLB, beginning LEP (Limited English Proficient) students were not included  in the results, whereas in 2004, beginning LEP students were included in the results. These indicators will be adjusted to reflect changes in assessment and definitions of educational attainment under the Oregon Education Act for the 21st Century, including Certificates of Initial and Advanced Mastery, as they are implemented.
