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Executive Summary

Since 2006 PEBB, the contracted health plans, and Wellness 2000 have provided worksite health screenings around the state for PEBB members. According to screening exit survey results the worksite health screenings in 2006 and 2007 were well attended and successful.

· In 2006 PEBB offered screenings to 2708 members at 69 worksites.

· In 2007 PEBB offered screenings to 2321 members at 90 worksites. 
To launch the 2008 PEBB worksite screenings program, Wellness 2000 completed two worksite screenings on 6/30/08 as a “dress rehearsal.” They reported the screenings took less time due to adoption of a streamlined Health Risk Inventory form and other process improvements.  

As of 7/1/08, Wellness 2000 has scheduled 84 screening clinics that will take place between July and December at worksites across the state. In 2008 screenings will target agencies that did not have a screening in the past and provide screenings during all shifts at Correctional Institutions, the State Hospital, Eastern Oregon Training Facility, and DAS.
Screenings
The 2008 health screenings will measure the following health indicators:

· Blood pressure 

· Total cholesterol 

· HDL (high-density lipoproteins, “good” cholesterol)

· LDL (low-density lipoproteins, “bad” cholesterol)

· Triglycerides

· Body mass index 

· Waist circumference 
Wellness 2000 will distribute a tape measure, and an information sheet on waist circumference to every screening participant.
Cost
Rates for the 2008 PEBB worksite screenings are as follows:

$80.00 per non-fasting screening (a $3.50, or 4.6% increase over the 2007 rate of $76.50)
$84.00 per fasting screening (a $4.00, or 5.0% increase over the 2007 rate of $80.00)
