ORBITS X-Ref Field on R*Stars D04 Profile
As part of the statewide plan to align R*Stars accounting data with ORBITS budget structure, SFMS staff will add the Cross Reference Number (X-Ref) as a field on the D04 Program Code Profile.  The field “ORBITS X-REF” will be placed under the “TITLE” field on the D04 Program Code profile.
This field will be optional on the screen, but REQUIRED by procedure for AY09.  As SFMS staff work with agencies on structure modification, part of the review process will be to verify the presence and accuracy of the ORBITS X-REF field.

SFMS staff will provide a training on November 7th to cover R*Stars structure as it relates to the changes required by the SFMS to ORBITS alignment.

Audience Questions and Answers

1. Will the system edit the X-Ref number?

No – SFMS staff will review for presence and accuracy.
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What about program codes which are not in a one-to-one relationship with ORBITS X-Ref numbers?  
Program codes without their own X-Ref number will carry the X-Ref number of the program to which they either report or roll up to.  In this instance, 4340, 4350 and 4360 would all carry the X-Ref number for 4330.
3. Can we populate this field as soon as it is available?   Yes – then it would roll into AY09.

Final 1099-MISC Comp Object Changes
This project started with the objective of allowing agency staff to select the proper description for coding payments without considering if the vendor and comptroller object are reportable.
