The R*Stars Receipt Summary and Receipt Detail tables contain deposit related information for inquiry and matching purposes.  Deposits and incoming Electronic Fund Transfers are held here for matching with the Oregon State Treasury amount in the deposit reconciliation process.  R*Stars on-line screens 12 and 13 allow inquiry of the Receipt Summary table data.  There is no on-line inquiry screen for the Receipt Detail table.

Receipt Summary and Receipt Detail tables contain supplementary deposit information already contained in other financial records.  These are “stand alone” tables, and when archived, have no direct impact on financial records.

The Receipt Summary Table (Receipt Extr Sum) is available on the Datamart and is re-loaded each weekend.  
We do not require the system to be down during our archive verification so SFMA will be available for use as usual the morning of Thursday, July 26, 2007.
ARCHIVE PROCESS:

Receipt Summary and Receipt Detail table records are matched on:

· Department

· Account number

· Deposit number

When Receipt Detail records exist for a deposit, the process selects the summary and detail rows of data to be archived based on two conditions:

· The Reconcile Status of the Summary table record must be “Y” or “M” and
· The Reconcile Date of the Summary table record must be less than the specified Cutoff Date of July 1, 2003.
When there are no Receipt Detail records for a deposit, the process selects rows to be archived based on these three conditions:

· The Reconcile Status of the Summary table record must be “M”,
· The Reconcile Date of the Summary table record must be less than the specified Cutoff Date of July 1, 2003, and
· The R*Stars Deposit Amount must be zero.
