Agency Structure Changes

The ORBITS to R*Stars alignment process seems to be going smoothly.  If agencies need assistance with the alignment contact ORBITS staff Michele Nichols or Janice Jamison.  

We have two reasons we’re asking that all the X-Ref #s are filled in on the agency structure spreadsheets:

· For DAS IT to upload the X-Ref #s into the D04 for agencies who choose this option.

· For SFMS Operations to review the completed AY 09 program structure.

As we work with individual agencies on their structure spreadsheets, we are offering an automated load process for the ORBITS X-Ref #s.  If we haven’t asked you if you want your agency ORBITS X-Ref #s uploaded, please contact your SFMS Analyst.  DAS IT staff will take the spreadsheet and upload to the D04 profile.  The process was tested in the test region.  We expect the auto loaded X-Ref #s to be highly accurate.   

In order to maintain the AY 09 alignment, a new user class will be set up for the D04 profile and the D04 profile will be removed from existing user classes.  SARS Security has begun to contact Agency Security Officers to check who will need the new user class.

After an agency’s AY 09 structure is complete, SFMS will pull and review reports.  We’ll look to see that agencies have saved applicable D04 profiles with the F10 key to update roll ups.

Balance Types 20 & 21
When the Balance Types 20 and 21 (Transfer In-Cash and Transfer Out-Cash) are added as a line item on the screens, the Balance Type 20 and 21 amounts will also begin to add to the calculated total for the Net Cash Activity (NET CASH ACT), which appears on screen 58 and 69. The balance types 20 and 21 will not be added to any other formulas on these screens.

Agency Action Item:  In the next week, please spend a little time to review our proposal to include balance types 20 and 21 not only as a line item on these screens, but also inclusion in the cash related total.  We would also appreciate knowing how the summary total amounts for each screen are used by agencies, particularly the totals on the 58-Agency/Fund Summary Inquiry and 69-Agency/Fund Record Inquiry screens.  On February 14th, Dennis Widby followed up with an SFMS News that attached the cover sheet from the SFMS User Group handout with the project update and items we’d like your feedback on.

FY07 Project Update
Joy reviewed information that was provided in the SFMS Quarterly Update on 1/29/2007.  See the link for detailed information.
#1 Project:  Add Balance Type 20 and 21 (Cash Transfers In and Out) to the financial inquiry screens 61, 62 and 69.  
#2 Project:  The R*Stars Program Structure Training was conducted on November 7, 2006 for 130 agency staff.  Thank you everyone who attended.

#3 Project:  Work with SARS to assist with the development of a business case and, if appropriate, testing of a daily update to the Financial Data Mart.  

#4 Project:  In December, the State Procurement Office (SPO) announced it is not in a position to go forward with the replacement of ADPICS at this time.  SFMS reviewed the draft feasibility study and agrees with the decision.  

ADPICS – Next Steps  

With the decision not to go forward with the replacement of ADPICS at this time, SFMS staff have some catching up to do regarding ADPICS.

Although ADPICS is not an easy tool to use, we believe it offers lots of functionality.  Our first goal is to re-confirm what ADPICS is capable of doing and perform a lecture style ADPICS training in the spring to discuss ADPICS functionality.  We plan to use the Findings listing provided with the draft SPO ADPICS replacement feasibility study to discuss how ADPICS functionality compares to the findings listing.  The purpose of the findings listing, which was created by the ORPIN contractor, is to communicate the functionality agencies want in a purchasing system.   

The SFMS trainer will begin adding the ADPICS training classes in the spring of 2007.  

SFMS will make the offer to include improvements to ADPICS as part of the list of projects agencies have an interest in SFMS working on during the next fiscal year.  Consistent with past practices, agencies then rank the project list provided by agency users.  

#5 Project:  Request for Information (RFI)/Request for Proposal (RFP) for a vendor to provide E-Reporting for control and requestable reports.  This project has been deleted due to a lack of interest by the agencies.  

#6 Project:  The active user class was added to the upper left-hand corner of the R*Stars screen in Production on November 15, 2006.  We have received a lot of positive feedback from the users.

FY08 Project Requests
Joy Sebastian asked agencies to contact her about their SFMS project requests.  She described three requests she has received so far:

· Interface profile adds & updates.  Most profiles edit against current profiles.  If profiles were updated by interface, this edit wouldn’t take place.

· Improved documentation in the Report Guide.  We received requests: 

· to add report examples to the online Report Guide.  Trudy said we could scan and upload examples of reports.  

· to provide information from agency users of what reports they find useful.  Joy offered to send out a poll to agencies about reports agencies find useful.

· Releasers would like the 505 screen to display the titles of PCA and agency object/comptroller object.

SFMS FY08 Projects Requested during the meeting:

· Training regarding the use of macros with SFMA.  We plan to provide training in two formats on using macros to input into SFMA: auditorium style training and desktop training.

Roundtable Discussion
Interfaced batches with tcodes that produce a warrant.  We’ve been working on this project for over a year.  It is not an easy fix to allow interfaced batches with tcodes that produce a warrant to process transactions without errors rather than wait for all interfaced transactions to be error free.  Our first two versions of a fix were unsuccessful.  We are hopeful that the third version we are testing will be successful.
The OAM listing of comptroller objects has not been updated with our January 2007 updates related to 1099 reporting.  SARS expects to update the OAM in March.

We have developed new tcodes and we will send information in about a month.
The Encumbrance Workgroup for Subgrants came up with a new balance type (BT) that will require changes to tcodes.  We are working to implement this transition when sensible, possibly next FY.
