Cumulative Payment Table purge
The Cumulative Payment Table purge will be run in Production on Tuesday, December 1st, after the nightly batch cycle.

The Cumulative Payment Table is the repository for detailed vendor payment information.  Its function is to accumulate payment activity for vendor invoice/payment inquiry and 1099 reporting.

The types of transactions found in this table are:

· All transactions coded with a warrant writing indicator of 1

· All transactions posting to GL 3500 Cash Expenditure (without regard to type)

· All transactions posting to GL 1318 Backup Withholding

· ACH (direct deposit) transactions

This program will remove FY 2005 data from the Cumm_Payment table only.  This process is expected to remove 4,757,088 records of the approx. 27 million records from this table.
SFMA screens 87 & 88 access this table, however, only the current and last fiscal years data records (2010 & 2009) are accessible through these screens.

The purge should be transparent with no special requirements of the agencies.

SFMS will verify the record counts and screen functionality early Wednesday morning and let everyone know the results.  
Unless we encounter something unexpected, SFMA should be available for normal use at the regular time of 7 AM on December 2.
