AY 2009 Ends December 31, 2009


Consistent with Oregon State Law, SFMA will close the AY09 biennium on calendar day December 31, 2009. What does this mean for agencies?

· All AY09 vouchers payable need to clear the 530 screen by December 31, 2009.
· All AY09 balanced transfers need to be complete by December 31, 2009.  No backdating of AY09 documents the first two weeks of January. 
· All AY09 financial statement adjustments need to be complete by December 31, 2009. 
· All AY09 payroll transactions need to clear the 530 screen by December 31, 2009.
· SFMS will work with agencies that run cost allocation the first week of January 2009 to clear AY09 transactions. 
· If your agency needs an exception to post transactions to AY09 in January 2010, the request needs to start with your BAM analyst. 
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
