R*Stars Receipt Tables Archive – DAFJ605

RUNS IN PRODUCTION July 29, 2009
The R*Stars Receipt Summary and Receipt Detail tables contain deposit related information for matching purposes in the deposit reconciliation process. R*Stars on-line screens 12 and 13 allow inquiry of the Receipt Summary table data.  There is no on-line inquiry screen for the Receipt Detail table.

Receipt Summary and Receipt Detail tables contain supplementary deposit information already contained in other financial records.  These are “stand alone” and, when archived, have no direct impact on financial records.

The Receipt Summary Table is available on the Datamart and is re-loaded each weekend.  Once data has been archived from this table it will be available on the Datamart in an “Archived Receipt Summary Table”. 

The DAFJ605-Receipt Table archive job removes deposit information from both tables for deposits that have been reconciled (Y) or manually released (M) and have a reconciliation date earlier than the specified cutoff date (July 1, 2005).

This archive is scheduled to run Wednesday, July 29, 2009 along with the nightly batch cycle processing. We do not require the system to be down during our archive verification so SFMA will be available for use as usual the morning of Thursday, July 30, 2009.
ARCHIVE PROCESS:

Receipt Summary and Receipt Detail table records are matched on:

· Department

· Account number

· Deposit number

When Receipt Detail records exist for a deposit, the process selects the summary and detail rows of data to be archived based on two conditions:

· The Reconcile Status of the Summary table record must be “Y” or “M” and
· The Reconcile Date of the Summary table record must be less than the specified cutoff date of July 1, 2005.
When there are no Receipt Detail records for a deposit, the process selects rows to be archived based on these three conditions:

· The Reconcile Status of the Summary table record must be “M”,
· The Reconcile Date of the Summary table record must be less than the specified cutoff date of July 1, 2005, and
· Either the SFMS Amount or the Treasury Amount field must be zero.
