Claims for injuries with dates of loss on and after July 1, 1999 will no longer be subject to the $100 deductible for medical expense.

Section V. Optional Volunteer Injury Coverage (VIC)

C.   Volunteer Injury Coverage.  Under VIC a covered injury is an injury to a covered volunteer that is caused directly and solely by an accident occurring during, and arising out of, the performance of official state business duties assigned by you. The Maximum Amount that may be paid to or for any person for all injuries from any covered accident is $25,000. Further terms, conditions, and sub-limits are as follows.
1.
Medical Expense: We will pay up to $10,000 for actual, reasonable, and necessary medical expenses that are the direct result of a covered injury, and from no other cause.  The expenses must be incurred in the 12 months following the covered accident.
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
