Fit-for-Use
(1)  In general, means the Scope of Work / Statement of Work document that describe the goods, the system, or the services that fit the Agency’s defined purpose, under anticipated or specified operational conditions. 
(2)  Specifically, means the Scope of Work / Statement of Work document as closely as possible states the Agency needs as measured by: 
· Accuracy: is the information correctly recorded and does it describe what it is designed to describe?  Ensure the document organization (SOW) flows.
· Relevance: do the document and the information included meet the needs of the Agency personnel and is it understandable? 

· Timeliness: are the document and the information included in the document realistic? (When it is released and when it is needed). 

· Interpretability:   can the information be interpreted and used appropriately? 

· Coherence: can the information be successfully used within an analytical framework over an extended period of time? During the period of the intended use of the Contract, is it flexible enough to meet the current and future needs of the Agency?  Think outside of the box.
The Scope of Work/Statement of Work document should be the best that it can be considering the circumstances.
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
