	Discussion: Margaret noted that she had made the changes that committee members had suggested.  Additionally, she said she had just received the information from the final agency and she would be adding that; so, all agencies information would be included and there would not be any missing.  She also showed the committee a summary she had added to indicate the various certifications that internal auditors throughout the state held.  She stated that she could put it in chart form if committee members preferred; however, she found it more useful in the summary format.  She further noted that it only included certifications and not advanced degrees (i.e. MBA).  

	
	Sarah noted that she had some confusion when reading some information on pg 5 of the document and that it seemed that we were saying several activities were ongoing and she saw them as a one time event.

	
	Margaret commented that the activites are ongoing because they would continue to be reviewed on an annual or semi-annual basis, and updated as necessary.  

	
	Greg asked Margaret if she felt she had received all the information from the agencies because many of them showed no activity.  

	
	Margaret responded that this was the information submitted to DAS as of the meeting date.  Lindsay sent emails this past week to remind agencies to get their information to us.  Margaret will include the information as soon as it is received.

	
	Greg also noted that the audit shops do a lot of consultation work and he felt they (Lindsay and Margaret) should be prepared in case JLAC asks questions about the internal audit activities.  Greg suggested that DAS may want to have the agencies provide more information so that DAS can include more detail.

	
	Margaret noted that the report only covers five months and that next year will cover a full year.  She mentioned that a lot of the shops were in the process of getting restarted.  Also, she said that there has been a lot of inconsistency due to turn over in the past year.  The next reporting period should cover July 2006 through October 2007, if possible.  The OAR states October 31st as being the cutoff period, however that would make meeting the deadlines for submitting information for the final meeting of JLAC in the current year (for example, this year was Nov. 8th) almost impossible due to all the approvals and reviews the report needs to go through.  The ORS states that the report is due by December 31 each year.

	
	Will stated that he had reviewed the report with Chuck and, unless Lindsay had received any additional information from Chuck, he thought it was good to go.

	
	Marlene said she thought the report was good and that all the changes had been reflected.

	
	Greg commented on the examples included in the report and he was not sure if they were accurate.

	
	Lindsay said that it is possible that agencies are reluctant to give all the information for fear of how they would look.  He also commented that LFO would possibly be pushing for their own audit function and that he (Lindsay) was not sure if they should have that function because he believes that the IA Shops and SOS cover the bases well.  But, he stated, that we should take advantage of the interest they are showing in IA.  

	
	Margaret stated that she had picked the best of the examples submitted by the agencies and that she could include more; but, they were mostly one line responses, not very descriptive or inclusive.  

	
	Lindsay asked if anyone had any additional comments/questions regarding the report.  As no response was given; Lindsay said they would move the report along.  Lindsay and Margaret will present the report to JLAC on November 16th.

	
	Margaret stated that she would take the report over to LFO on Wednesday, November 8, 2006.  She stated that she would also attach the two peer reviews that were conducted during the reporting time period, and the article recommended by John Radford on Role of IA in the public sector.
