To qualify as an ESB Tier 1, a business:
= Must be an Oregon business with its principal place of business located in Oregon.

= Must be a small business, for which the annual average gross receipts for the previous three tax years do
not exceed $1,550,393 for construction or $632,157 for nonconstruction.

= Must have 19 or fewer employees.

= Must be an independent business.

= Must be properly licensed and legally registered in Oregon.
= May be certified for no longer than six consecutive years.

A business shall not be considered an ESB if it is a subsidiary or parent company, or that belongs to a group of
businesses owned and controlled by the same individuals, that has aggregate annual gross receipts of more than
$1,580,393 for construction or $632,157 for nonconstruction over the past three years.

Businesses participating in the Tier 1 program may be eligible for an additional year of participation. To be
considered for the one-year extension, the business must provide compelling information (i.e., bid opportunities
were not available for the goods/services provided by the business) during a year of eligibility.

A business shall not be considered an ESB if it is a subsidiary or parent company or belongs to a group of
businesses owned and controlled by the same individuals, that has aggregate annual gross receipts in excess of:
$632,157 for nonconstruction businesses and $1,580,393 for construction-related businesses in Tier 1 or
$1,053,596 for nonconstruction-related businesses and $3,160,787 for construction-related businesses in Tier 2
over the past three years, shall not be considered an ESB.
