1. Trading Partner Mail Box Policy 
Electronic Trading Partners shall receive one 835 Remittance Advice transaction. 
Trading Partners can select the entity that shall have access to the 835 transactions.  For 
example, the Trading Partner may choose to have the remittance advice go to the 
Clearinghouse that submits for the Trading Partner or the Trading Partner may choose to 
have the remittance advice sent directly back to them. DHS can accommodate either of 
these transaction methods, but not both.   
 
DHS will place the 835 Remittance Advice in the Trading Partner's mailbox and we will 
continue to produce the pre-HIPAA Remittance Advice in the current format.  If for 
example, you receive a paper remittance advice now, you will continue to receive the 
paper remittance advice.  DHS will make both Remittance Advice options available for a 
period of two months after production so that both DHS and its Trading Partners can 
continue to assess processing accuracy.   
 
2. 820/834 Test File Status 
The 820 transaction test files have been made available via the Bulletin Board System 
(BBS) to the Managed Care Plans.  DHS is anxious to receive any feedback that you have 
regarding the 820.  DHS has an email address to help with your questions about HIPAA 
testing. It is DHS.HIPAAtesting@state.or.us. We will do our best to respond promptly.   
 
It was DHS’s intention to make the 834 transaction test files available today.  
Unfortunately we encountered difficulties in processing and are actively resolving the 
issue.  The 834 transaction test files will be made available by the close of business on 
Monday, October 6th.  DHS is also finalizing the 28-line roll up project and preparing to 
conduct its pilot testing.  We will keep you posted as to our progress.  For additional 
information or updates contact DHS HIPAA Testing at 503-947-5347.
