On September 29, 2007, House Resolution 3668 was signed into law.
Section 5 of this act gives prescribers and pharmacies another six
months to implement the requirement that written (nonelectronic)
prescriptions for Medicaid-covered outpatient drugs be executed on
tamper-resistant prescription pads.

What this means to you

On October 1, there will be no change in how DMAP reimburses for
Medicaid outpatient drugs based on tamper-resistant requirements. You
now have until April 1, 2008 to meet the requirements. DMAP will let

you know if these requirements change between now and April 1.
