


With six cases reported, the incidence of invasive 
Group A Streptococcal (GAS) disease in the Tri-
County area was 0.38 per 100,000 population in 
May, 31% higher than the 10 year average for the 
month (0.29 per 100,000). So far in 2009, 19 cases 
of GAS have been reported (1.19 per 100,000), 
which is 27% lower than the 10-year YTD average 
(1.63 per 100,000).

Thus far, three confirmed cases of streptococcal 
toxic shock syndrome and zero necrotizing fasciitis 
cases have been reported in 2009. 
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With 32 cases reported, the incidence of invasive 
pneumococcal disease (IPD) in the Tri-County area 
was 2.01 per 100,000 population in May, 83% 
higher than the 10-year monthly average (1.1 per 
100,000). So far in 2009, 125 IPD cases have been 
reported (7.9 per 100,000), which is 15% higher 
than to the 10-year YTD average (6.8 per 100,000).

 

With 15 cases reported, the incidence of invasive 
Group B Streptococcal (GBS) disease in the Tri-
County area was 0.94 per 100,000 population in 
May, 2.4 times higher than the 10-year average for 
the month (0.41 per 100,000). This represents a 
return to the trend where the monthly incidence has 
exceeded the previous 10-year average. 
Consequently, the 2009 YTD -- 60 cases incidence 
3.8 per 100,000-- is 70% higher than the 10-year 
YTD average (2.22 per 100,000).

Despite the overall increase, through the end of 
May, only one case of early-onset (less than 7 days 
of age) and two cases of late-onset (7-89 days of 
age) GBS disease have been reported. Future 
analyses will better characterize the increasing 
trend of invasive Group B Streptococcal disease in 
Oregon.
