Eligibility messages in the FPEP Eligibility Databa se  
 
When a claim is submitted for an FPEP-eligible client, Ahlers automatically checks to 
see if the client already has OHP coverage. If OHP eligibility is discovered, a warning 
message is added to the FPEP Eligibility Database client information screen that 
reads “Check OHP Eligibility”.  This message shows up at the top, in black, where 
the client’s eligibility dates would otherwise be.   
 
Directly below this message, however, the statement “This client is currently eligible 
for FPEP benefits” may still appear in red.  (This happens because the client’s 
information on the page still satisfies all the system’s eligibility tests.)  These mixed 
messages may be confusing. We hope to make changes to the Ahlers eligibility 
database in the future so that these conflicting messages do not appear on the screen 
together. However, in the meantime, please give priority to any OHP or insurance 
message that appears on the top of the screen. This, in addition to the absence of any 
eligibility dates, should signal to you that the client is in fact, not eligible for FPEP 
benefits. We hope this clarifies any confusion you may have experienced.
