	a. Contact the water supplier, determine the reasons for noncompliance, and inform the water supplier on ways to correct the noncompliance.

b. Advise the owner/operator to carry out public notification as required.

	2) Within 4 months of the date a system is designated as a SNC by Health Services, the Local Public Health Authority shall:

a.  Determine that the water system has returned to compliance, and submit a report documenting that determination to Health Services, OR
b.  Evaluate the reasons for ongoing non-compliance and prepare a draft compliance schedule (listing corrective actions needed with a deadline for each) for Health Service's use in issuing enforcement actions to return the system to compliance.  The compliance schedule shall be shared with the person(s) responsible for operation of the water system as needed to ensure the operator understands what is required. The Local Public Health Authority shall send copies of the draft compliance schedule and Local Public Health Authority follow up actions to the Drinking Water Program.

	4.  Emergency Response Plans:

Phase One
Local Public Health Authority will mail the Emergency Response Plan packets (approved by Health Services for form and content) to the Local Public Health Authority public water systems that are eligible for SRF funds.  Packet must include a cover letter that directs the system operators to use the packets as a guide in preparing and/or updating their own emergency response plans. The letter must also offer technical assistance and request that a copy of the completed plan be mailed back to the Local Public Health Authority within required timeframes.
	
	
	
	

	Phase Two

After the initial mailing, the Local Public Health Authority will respond to phone calls and provide technical assistance by phone, or at the water system, as needed.

Sixty days after the initial mailing, the Local Public Health Authority will do a second mailing to the water systems that have yet to submit their plans.  The letter will also offer consultation by phone, or on-site, as best fits the situation.   The Local Public Health Authority will again request that a copy of the completed plan be mailed back to the Local Public Health Authority within 60 days following receipt of the packet. 

Water systems receiving this second mailing should be prioritized according to population, vulnerability, etc.
