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Food Module Codes – Infants 
Infant food modules will look like this example: FV-64+M-31 

• The first 2 letters tell you the kind of baby food: 
o FV = baby food fruits and vegetables 

• The letter after the first hyphen tells you the number of fruit and vegetable jars. 

• If the package contains meat, the next letter tells you: 
o M = baby food meats 

• The final number tells you the number of containers of meat. 
Examples: 
FV-32 = 32 4 ounce jars of fruits and vegetables 
FV-64+M-31= 64 4 ounce jars of fruits and vegetables plus 31 2.5 ounce jars of baby 
food meats 

Add-on Food Module Codes 
When women transition from one category to another they may be eligible for 
more foods in addition to the vouchers they have had printed.  

• The add-on milk modules will follow the same coding format as any milk 
module. 

• The add-on food modules will simply indicate the category change. 
Example: WP to WE = 1 dozen eggs and 30 ounces of fish. 

No Food Module Codes 
Participants may have no milk, food or formula in a module for several reasons: 

o Fully breastfed infants (IE) < 6 months old are categorically ineligible for 
any milk, foods, or formulas; 

o Women doing some breastfeeding (WBN) > 6 months postpartum are 
categorically ineligible for any milk or foods; 

o Participant is unable to eat or tolerate a particular group of foods, such as 
dairy products; 

o Participant declines foods offered. 
• Module codes which begin with Z indicate the participant is not receiving milk, 

formula or foods. 
o Z = The letter Z alone indicates a fully breastfed infant who does not 

receive any formula in Module A. 
o ZN = Indicates a participant not receiving any milk, foods or formulas in 

a particular module.
