SUPERVISION ACCOUNTS 


Mary Hunt is getting calls from county auditors asking why supervision fees 
transfer with the client instead of keeping the balance with the county.  DOR says 
we can’t send the bill until the client is discharged.  Lee and Mary believe this 
was due to programming limitations and not county desire.  It was suggested to 
take this question back to your director to see if there is enough interest in 
changing this policy to have it added to the OACCD agenda.    OACCD would 
need to approve a change in our current policy.

One possible problem with this change would be waiting for DOR to collect for 
another county before you would receive any funds.  This issue will be discussed 
at our 
next meeting to try to come to a consensus.  Michelle Williamson will 
email Nikki to get DOR’s feedback on the idea.

 CIS Rewrite.

IS is looking at the benefits of vendor packages versus a rewrite.  A vendor 
package may be faster and less expensive in the long run.  To date two vendor 
software packages have been looked at.  This will be going to a policy group in 
February so hopefully a decision will be made soon on which direction the state is 
going.  We still need to be working on our work group wish list.
