New business – 

PAROLE BOARD – Mary
Peggy has started a new job and may not be back to our committee.  Nancy Sellers may appoint another rep from the Parole Board to FAUG.

Parole Board updates brought up at the SOON meetings:

Emails regarding release plans notifying the Release Plans are ready, then a 2nd email was being received at the Field Office level when the release authority forwarded the release plan to the Parole Board.  June Starkey at the Board knew why it was happening after they created a new program.  They are trying to fix this but it may take a couple of months before the switch will happen.

If restitution is not added in the release plan and is left off of the Board Orders when the offender is released, PO needs to send a modification request, similar to a stipulated motion, to the Board.  The offender is to sign the form.  If they refuse to sign, then hold an out-of-custody hearing.  Can add old restitution owed even if from a discharged case or previous cycle.  The Parole Board is not docket specific… the orders stay with the person.  THIS CAN ONLY WORK ON A POST-PRISON CASE, not a probation case.  (If probation revoked to PPS, it’s okay).

COMPACT – Denise

· Implementation of I-COTS (Interstate Compact Offender Tracking System).  Talk is that implementation will be nationwide, tentatively set for October.  Training plan is to train two master trainers in each state.  The Oregon Compact office is planning to test the program for a couple of months before training the rest of the state.  A project manager in I.S. is helping set up a steering committee to address issues that may come up.  Meeting is June 24, 2008.  Angie has offered to be the representative from FAUG.  Training may be able to be offered sooner than the October implementation date.  

· Everyone should be using the new forms sent out in March.  Other states are denying transfers if they are on the old forms.  Changes to RI form have to be sent out.  And the Violation Form has to be edited and sent out again.  Otherwise, everyone should have the most recent forms.

FAST UPDATE - LEE / MARY

Update from recent OACCD meeting:

· Did not get to the treatment requirement document.  It went to the Exec Committee, who liked it, but Steve Berger wanted to review it before the next OACCD meeting.

· Had discussion about OOS (Oregon Offender Search).  Went to the institutions, who decided they wanted that available for current inmates, not past inmates.  Next question was whether the field wanted offenders on the internet or not.  This is in the discussion faze as well.

· CIS replacement: two employees took other jobs.  With two people leaving and current budget woes, the project has been significantly delayed.  This Biennium, the executive party group will get a third party assessment to determine if they will buy or build.  They want the consult done before they spend a great amount of money.  They are preparing a budget package for the 09-11 biennium.  Still working on a business analyst model getting set up (3 business analyst positions to work on different parts of the replacement process, to get requirements on how the system should work).  They do not want IT to determine how the program works; they want actual users to help determine the requirements.  Can still submit service requests.  Joyce Hammerschmidt is available to assist on a limited basis.

· Big tune-over at OACCD.  Clackamas County retired, Richard Sly Yamhill County retiring.  Curry County out a sheriff/director.  Allen Boice went to Douglas County.  Scott now director of Multnomah county.

· Had list of all the user-group’s charters.  Gave synopsis of what the groups are and do.  A new group has convened.  The OACCD wants to charter the Oregon Restitution Group.  They also convened the Transition Network (new group including field and institution staff).  

>Bonny Timberlake sent an email.  The OIS screen is printing Landscape and the IT dept came back saying it is a programming issue.  The only format available at this time is the landscape format.  This was intentional to allow a greater amount of information to print.  We agree this will be a potential issue when printing Kardex files but for now, not enough people are using the system for it to be a current problem.

>Email from Richard Sly.  Regarding entering chronos.  He wants the chrono entries to start at the TIME slot.  Enough people disagree on starting on Place or Time, for now, keep it as it is.

Substance Abuse Tracking Module demonstration given by Angie Boyer and Lee Cummins.  Program looks exciting with the new options available.  Need to fix BASE – baseline reason to include both community and institution.  Creatinine level defaults to 3 digits and needs to be fixed.  Error occurring when a drug is selected then deselected.


SOON Issue

Take away authority of changing Employee Caseload Maintenance.  Change to edit In-County only and authority for SOON rep only.  CC-PO access will be view only.  CC-Support will continue to have access.  All in agreement to make these changes

Concern about the PO Manual.  Okay with idea of flip chart being expanded to include the print screen examples.

ROUNDTABLE

Michael G – Entered DNA on an offender.  Went to amend the chrono with the DNA entry, to add notes.  Since it is an “auto-chrono” it will not allow any amendment.

Brent – Sanctions list name of current PO on old sanctions.  Needs to hard-code the PO Number/Sanction at time of creation, not current PO assignment.  Request that it not auto-pull the name on the caseload.  This is a real issue that should be addressed in the Sanction Workgroup by Charles.  Charles says they will discuss at meeting in June.

Tina Potter – Release Plan caseload assignments mixed up as well.  Lists the first caseload assignment, not the current PO assigned to the case.

Chris – She created a sanction in 2004.  She went in to print another copy for the Courts, who had lost their copy.  The sanction now shows the new PO assigned to her old caseload number.  Will require major programming to create a history of caseload assignments.  FAUG requests this be taken into the rewrite.  Charles proposes a quick fix adding the word “Current” before the PO Name listed.  Down below will still show which user ID imposed the sanction.  

Dan – At the last FAUG meeting we discussed Caseplan/LSCMI.  Can we get free text under the court ordered section?  Lee says there are 3 projects under LSCMI that are due to start in June.  Multnomah County has several helps they have offered to the state.  The program should be a better program overall.

John – Letter part of April, Sheriff’s Office hosted Child Abuse & Family Event.  This is every year 4 day Event at Red Lion-Jansen Beach.  This is for all people that will come in contact with kids:  PO’s, Courts, Treatment Providers, etc.  Not just for DV Po’s.  They are taking registration for next year’s event.  John will send out to FAUG reps to send to rest of their staffs.

Susan – discussed whether to change displayed phones on offender date (i.e. Home, Work, Cell, etc).  For now, would create too many programming issues so will leave as is.  PO’s can fill in the phone numbers that meet their needs.
Angie – whether you can put meds in chronos due to HIPPA.  Since chronos are public record, be careful about what you list.  On OCMS Risk Assessment.  Does anyone have the hard rules re: assessment?  Charles will email to FAUG.

Chris – generic questions.  When Judge overrides a sanction, should the sanction movement list this as a sanction or a VSLA transaction (court violation action)?  Since PO initiated, keep as sanction, not court imposed.  

Charles – Mult County will implement their LSCMI in Sept.  At the August meeting, he will give a demonstration of their program.

Ashley – Wasco County.  PO emailed issue.  Sanction was objected to by the DA’s office and the sanction was suspended.  After three sanctions were objected to, a formal violation process revoked his conditional discharge.  Since 3 sanctions were created, how do we document?  List judge/parole board override.

What is the purpose of tracking sanctions less than 30 days?  The purpose is simply tracking.

Dru – Can Email be added as a location source in chrono?  For now, use Mail and then in the notes, list it was an email.  (this includes text messages).

Is there a way to see which offenders owe restitution?  Chris can be a resource.  There is a Condition tracking Report under Total Office Reports under Report Menu.

Denise – Compact developing a desk manual for PO’s.
