OSORA/Stable & Acute

SOSN has worked for over three years to find a replacement for the OSORA, and they identified the Stable/Acute 2007 as their new sex offender assessment tool.   A sample of the tool was handed out.  The “stable” tool is good for one year, the “acute” is for when something comes up with the offender.  They will both be available in an automated version shortly.  The OSORA goes offline on 12/1/07.  The history of OSORA will still be there, but now that SOSN has been trained on the new tool, the OSORA is no longer going to be used.  There are some folks from SOSN who are designated as testers to assist in getting the automation of these tools online.  Static 99 is still going to remain.  The “stable” and “acute” were created to work with the Static 99, and it’s all been validated.  Similar to the LS-CMI, this tool will likely be done over a few different visits.  It’s recommended that all new offenders be assessed with the new tool, and then as the rest of the offenders are due for re-assessments, implement the new tool.  It is brought up that the automated version of this would need to be saved if it’s being done over a period of time, and there was some discussion on how this would function and what the business rules around it would be.  
SOSN folks are reminded to talk to the FAUG reps on a regular basis in regards to treatment programs (treatment directory) to make sure the information is current and accurate.  
Community Corrections Update:



Lee Cummins/Mary Hunt
· Service request committee met earlier this month.  There have been 59 completed service requests year to date.  A lot of time is being utilized with the CIS Rewrite.  Joyce is currently working on the “failed to report” indicator as requested by OACCD.  She is also working on the Substance Abuse Tracking Module.  The institutions also utilize this, so some of their requests are being included in this service request.  This will hopefully be out soon to be tested. 

· LS-CMI—Jeff Hanson was present at the last FAUG meeting, and came up with a list of requested changes for the LS-CMI.  Those are the only requested changes he received (see minutes from 8-23-07).

· User Type being added to the User Name is still being worked on.  There has to be some further work and testing done to make sure it works with SPIN.

Automation Committee:

· A service request has been entered for the boot camp.  They want the ability to use the LS-CMI.  There has to be a programming change to enable the LS-CMI to utilize a 5-digit caseload number (currently only programmed for the community 4-digit caseload number).
· Rule 70 is the rule that governs files and records.  Dawn reminds us that anything can be sent to Central Records and they’ll save it.  SOSN Reps need to be aware of this.

· The “designator” program has been a long-running service request.  Different designators can include notifier, detainer, DNA, predatory, sexually violent dangerous offender, victim sensitive, etc…They’re trying to get it so that designations made by the Board automatically follow the offender upon release, and that community cannot change it.  However, PBMIS is in the process of a re-write as well.  This explains why the service request has been out there for so long.  The Board is going to have somebody in their unit do the data entry into their system on the designator screen.  Then it has to be decided in the community who would be responsible for this data entry (support staff, POs).
· The PO Authority for the Fee System has not yet been removed.  It’s been worked on and continues to be worked on.  For some reason, PO authority remains and cannot be removed.  There is a chance this will not be remedied until it’s dealt with in the Rewrite.
· Bill Penny assisted Char with creating an 1145 Manual.  It’s going to OACCD tomorrow, and once approved should go out on the website.  This is a 39 page document “Local Supervisory Authority Procedure Manual” will not replace the Frequently Asked Questions.  

· PSI Project:  IS did their estimate of the project.  PSIs are all supposed to be stored in a central area so Institutions (specifically Intake) can access them.  It was estimated it would cost $250,000+ to do this.  There is consideration that this project will just be included in the Rewrite.
· The Offender Information Screen will be going into production next week.  The trainers have been trained.  It may take a while for the icon to appear on your desktop, as it may depend upon your agency’s local IS.  The new OIS will offer a lot more “searchability”.

Security Threat Group:

Wende wanted to know if other agencies utilize this.  It’s going to be renamed to Security Threat Management, as it’s no longer just for gang members.  There is a federal law that governs labeling someone a “gang member”.  If, after 5 years, there is no further indication of gang activity (verifiable intelligence), that label is supposed to automatically fall off.  The STG is going to remain as it is until the new STM module comes online.  They should start working on this in June of 2008.

CIS Rewrite:

CIS will eventually no longer exist.  It will be called ORCA, ORegon Corrections Automation system.  The next project is on the institution side.  Community portion of the system won’t be worked on again until July of next year.  

WEBLEDS:

CANS Discussion







Wende

Court Automation Network System--Multnomah County has been trying to figure out ways to reduce the failure to appears for court.  Over the past 2 years, they’ve found a 20% cost savings by reducing their FTAs.  CANS downloads information out of OJIN.  You need a valid phone number and next court date, and it’ll send the information to the vendor (APARIS).  The vendor then makes the phone calls reminding the defendant of the upcoming court date.  The pilot project has now been funded, and they’ll be expanding it to the entire court system.  This model was taken from King County in Washington.  Phase 2 of this is expanding it to Parole and Probation.  Wende is looking into what  types of things this could be used for (restitution collection, etc).  She’ll keep FAUG updated.  
Roundtable:








Group

· Susan reports that when one of her supervisors gets a sanction sent to her, and she has to forward it on, the User ID automatically defaults back to PO and indicates it was not approved and it’s returned to the PO.  This occurs with Board cases.  Get a couple of examples and contact the Help Desk to see if they can figure it out.
· J.B. queries the group about the purchase of a scanner for Compact.  It is recommended a good one is purchased, and one that will scan and send it into PDF format.  Bonnie reports they purchased a copier that has a scanner capability.  They made sure it was networked to their system, so the Coordinator gets the emails and she sends them off to Compact.  It appears that you tend to get what you pay for in regards to scanners.  Also, Compact submitted a list of “recommended” scanners at their last annual meeting last month.
· Dennis brings up that when he’s entering chronos, at times it indicates that the record is locked as a change was made by another user.  He just needs to use F5 to refresh and it will clear the error message, and enable him to enter the chrono.

· There are warrant requests in the module that haven’t been completed, and when the user goes back to complete, they’re unable to.  Consequently, they cannot request a new warrant.  It is suggested that when this occurs, call Mary @ DOC and she’ll be able to fix it.
· Yamhill County has a problem with their 1145 release plans.  When they change their waiver field to a “Y” it automatically reverts back to a “N”.  This may be a help desk ticket. 

· Can each county change their individual contact standards for home visits?  Currently, it appears that home visits are being successfully completed even though the offender has not been contacted at home.  Charles will look into this and see if that can get changed on a county-by-county basis.
