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Certification

Fire service professionals may become certified by meeting prescribed requirements in any one or combination of the following ways:


1.
Successful completion of certified training through fire agencies, colleges and universities, or special schools, courses, and seminars.


2.
Assessment of experience and documented training which shows a professional value equal to specific requirements.


3.
Achieving passing scores on evaluation examinations (for personnel with three or more years of experience).

Individuals seeking certification should contact their fire service agency Training Officer for assistance.  The application for certification may be downloaded from the Department of Public Safety Standards and Training (DPSST) web site at www.dpsst.state.or.us.  The National Wildfire Coordinating Group (NWCG) Task Books may be downloaded from the NWCG web site at www.nwcg.gov.   After all requirements are met, the Training Officer may submit the application for certification to DPSST.

Credit may be given for training received in other states provided it was approved or certified by the states involved, and the training is approved by DPSST as equivalent to Oregon requirements.
