Meeting Called to Order at 9:00 a.m.

I. Meeting Minutes

A. Review of May 13, 2008 minutes

Motion: Ken Simmons moved to approve the minutes from May 13, 2008; seconded; motion passed unanimously.

II. Old Business

A. Paul Tesi – Extension Request:

· Intern Tesi appeared before the Committee to discuss his need for an extension of time to meet the requirements before taking the General Polygraph Examiner License examination. Intern Tesi presented the Committee with a log of his most recent examinations and said he will be mailing critiques in shortly.

Motion: Jim Wygant moved to approve an extension of Intern Tesi’s Polygraph Examiner Trainee License to the January 2009 PLAC meeting; seconded; motion passed unanimously.

B. Jerry Stark – Discussion

      E. Thomas Jayo – Extension Request

· Intern Jayo appeared before the Committee to discuss his request for an extension on his Polygraph Examiner Trainee License. Intern Jayo gave explanations as to why he has been unable to satisfy the required 200 examinations to prepare him for taking the General Polygraph Examiner License. Committee members made suggestions on how to increase his numbers to complete the requirements.
Motion: Ken Simmons moved to approve a one (1) year extension for Intern Jayo to give him time to complete his required examinations. The expiration date would extend from August 2008 to August 2009; seconded; motion passed unanimously.


     F. Roger Cook – Request for Training Credits (ed. Credits)

· Committee members reviewed a letter from Examiner Cook dated July 22, 2008 in which he requested that the Committee allow him to use 70 hours of graduate level education credits as well as research time for his Thesis to cover the continuing education requirements for his Polygraph Examiner License renewal. It was agreed by the Committee that while they will not allow the research to be used they may allow the graduate level credits once they are defined.
                  Motion: Ken Simmons moved to require Examiner Cook to further 


      define the exact nature of the graduate level credits taken before the 

                  Committee will consider them for use as continuing education credit; 


      seconded; motion passed unanimously.


G. General Polygraph Exam Questions – Discussion

· Committee discussed some recent complaints & feedback regarding the nature of a number of questions on the General Polygraph examination. The concerns revolved around the number of questions specifically relating to Backster School of Lie Detection training as well as other ‘cut-off’ questions. Glenda Leutwyler stated that there were 6 questions on the exam relating to Backster training as opposed to 2 questions relating to training from other schools. 

Motion: Glenda Leutwyler moved to delete questions 75, 119, 149 and 180 from the General Examination; seconded; motion passed unanimously. 

Motion: Jim Wygant moved to postpone discussion of the other issues until the January 2009 meeting when new Committee members can be involved; seconded; motion passed unanimously.


H. Administrative Rule Changes – Discussion

· Discussion revolved around the wording and content of several Administrative Rules affecting Polygraph Licensing. Agreement was made that the wording contained in some rules is vague and needs to be clarified. Other rules need to be updated to provide more flexibility for case by case decision making.
1. OAR 259-020-0010 – Minimum Standards for a Polygraph Examiner Trainee License

2. OAR 259-020-0015 – Minimum Standards for a Polygraph Examiner

3. OAR 259-020-0020 – Special Licenses

4. OAR 259-020-0025 – Expiration and Renewal of Licenses

Action: Bonnie Salle-Narvaez will draft the proposed changes to the rules and present them at a special telephonic PLAC meeting to be held in October.

· C.W. Bear Bryant, Glenda Leutwyler and Sally Jo Donahue have all been tentatively re-appointed to the Committee for two year terms subject to ratification by the Executive Committee at their December meeting.
