Minutes

1. Professional Development Data System Work Group

Bobbie reviewed the model developed by members of the Professional Development Data System Work Group for sharing child care workforce education and training data.  She handed out a diagram of the model that shows how data will be shared by multiple agencies, and included a list of expected benefits for child care providers as well as child care partner agencies and organizations.

2. Oregon Market Rate Survey

CCRP members present agreed that the CCRP will be the Advisory Committee for the analysis of the R&R data for the 2006 Market Rate Study.  Becky will send data to Deana by March 15th; Deana will bring preliminary results, issues, etc. to the May CCRP meeting; the preliminary report will be sent to DHS in early June; and the final report will be complete by the end of June.  Anna Cox (DHS) will again do the survey maps.
Bobbie talked about market rate discussions at the national level regarding how rate areas should be set – preset by population, % urban, household income, housing, etc.
A session at a research meeting looked at what rates correlate to, e.g. rent costs.  At the April 5th meeting Deana will bring information to show how Oregon rate areas correlate to different costs.

Bobbie talked about the mail/telephone survey OSU is going to do this year.  The purpose of the OSU study is to test the current methods used to collect price information from child care providers.  Rates reported by telephone tend to be higher than those reported to  R&Rs.  Bobbie would like to add a question to the survey that will get at some of the reasons why providers might report different rates.

Becky reminded the group that this is the first year that the R&Rs are all using NACCRRAware, which has many more rate fields than the software previously used.  This has posed a challenge for the R&Rs to collect rate information in a consistent way.

3. Data Needs and Interests of Local CCFs 
Some local Commissions on Children and Families staff have expressed interest in meeting with CCRP members to discuss the availability of data to use for planning in their communities.  They will be invited to attend the April meeting.  In preparation for this meeting Bobbie asked the group to share data requests that they’ve had. These were:
· Number of children < 13

· Types of care available

· Care that parents ask for that isn’t available

· Cost of care

· Number of children in preschool

       Data requests come from a variety of sources including:  the Press, Unions, Portland     

       City Club, Oregon Legislature, City Councils and local Commissions on Children 

       and Families.

4. Updates
