Parent Voice Update- Mary Nemmers 
Three parents attended the NW Early Childhood Institute Conference and all thought it was well worth their time. There were many experts on hand and the overall theme was focusing on the positive; what’s right with kids rather then focusing on what’s wrong with them.
Budget Note Discussion- Tom Olsen

Tom gave the budget note presentation to the Interim Child Welfare Committee on September 29. The presentation went well overall.  The few questions asked concerned DHS co-pays and subsidy amounts and how the system handles abuse and neglect complaints. Inclusive Child Care Inventory Project- Terry Butler
The Oregon Inclusive Child Care Inventory project will develop and share statewide information that supports child care for children with disabilities, emotional or behavioral challenges, and other special needs.  The project will provide information on: 

· Community and state resources that help families to find and keep appropriate, stable and inclusive child care; 

· Resources that help and support child care providers to care for children with higher level needs; and 

· Resources that help communities to support quality, inclusive child care for all children.  

The inventory has three objectives:

1. Provide easily accessible information in print and electronic formats.  The information will be used to help connect parents, child care providers and others to helpful community-specific resources.

2. Assist statewide planning by using information from children, parents, child care providers and communities to identify key issues, existing resources and unmet needs; and 

3. Provide current data, such as numbers of Oregon children with special needs in child care.

The Oregon Inclusive Child Care Committee will guide the project and the Inclusive Child Care Program of the Oregon Council on Developmental Disabilities will coordinate project activities.    Financial support for the project is provided by the Child Care Division of the Oregon Employment Department through the federal Child Care and Development Fund.

Timeline: The project will be completed by June 2007. 

Child and Adult Care Food Program- Lynne Reinoso
Lynne gave a power point presentation overview of the federal USDA Child and Adult Care Food Program  (CACFP) in Oregon.  The overall participation in the program has fallen over the past five years and ODE is campaigning to raise awareness and increase overall family child care provider participation.   CACFP had a partner forum last month to discuss strengths and barriers. Below is a brief program description. 
USDA supports nutrition needs of children and adults in care through the CACFP, providing 1) meal reimbursement and 2) nutrition requirements and nutrition education.   CACFP participation has been shown to be an indicator of quality child care.

CACFP is available to:

· Family child care homes 

· Child care centers and preschools

· After school programs

· Head Start programs

· Adult day care programs

· Emergency shelters  

Who can Sponsor the CACFP?
· Public entities, including school districts and tribes

· Private non-profit organizations

· Some for-profit centers

How Does the Program Work?

The Oregon Department of Education reimburses approved sponsors on a per meal dollar amount for serving meals and snacks that meet Federal nutrition guidelines.  

A child care center with 50 full-time children from a variety of income levels could receive approximately $3,200 per month, or $38,400 per year.

What records are required?

Records vary by the type of program, but include menu records, and attendance and meal count records.  This is a Federal entitlement program, administered by the Oregon Department of Education Child Nutrition Programs. Child Care Improvement Project ( CCIP )- Marilyn States

The Child Care Improvement Project is a system of community-based networks of family child care providers joined together to build and sustain economic success, promote high quality child care, and partner with parents to support children in achieving their full potential.
The goals of the CCIP are to:

· improve the quality of family child care

· strengthen family child care businesses

· increase low-income families economic stability and access to affordable, quality child care

· provide a model for a city-wide coordinated system of child care networks
CCIP currently serves 100 providers, 570 parents and 800 children.  Neighborhood House, Inc. is responsible for overall management of the CCIP.  The nine provider networks are sponsored by four community agencies:  Neighborhood House, ROSE Community Development Corporation, Peninsula Children's Center, and Mt. Hood Community College, Child Development and Family Support Programs 
CCIP will also be the second pilot site for the Child Care Contribution Tax Credit program. They tentatively will start in January 2007. 
Updates from Committees  







Training and Quality – Sonja Svenson
TQC recently changed its meeting schedule to every other month. There are seven active  workgroups meeting on a regular basis.  Next TQC meeting is November 9, 2006 and the annual review of the TQC workplan will be a major topic of discussion. 

Inclusive Child Care – Donna Lewelling & Terry Butler
The committee is focusing on the Child Care Inventory Project.  Partners for Inclusive Child Care (PICC) Cohort II trainings are now happening at the local community level.  Cohort I and II counties include Baker, Union, Coos, Curry, Lincoln, Linn, Benton, Washington, Morrow, Umatilla, Jackson and Josephine.   Seventeen (17) trainers participated in the Kids Included Together afterschool inclusion curriculum in Bend this past August. 

Health Links/ Child Care Health Consultation- Dianna Pickett

All projects are gearing up to participate in a video conference to discuss the last three years of the project. Counties involved in the Child Care Health Consultation project are Multnomah, Clackamas, Lincoln, Jackson, Baker, Union, and Grant.
Child Care Research Partnership- Bobbie Weber

Annual Researchers Roundtable will be October 31, 10-4 at McMenniman’s Edgefield in Troutdale.  Toni Porter will be a key guest speaker.  This years’ roundtable will kick off the Friends, Family and Neighbor care initiative.  Contact ngarcia@oregonchildcare.org to register as a head count for meals is required.
Data for community planning will be available by December 2006.  Local county profiles have undergone minor changes; they have more text and less graphics and charts.

Quality Indicators – Heidi McGowan

The committee is working on indicators for family child care.  Coos, Curry and Multnomah counties will pilot this initiative.  The Multnomah county project is working on fine-tuning the forms they use in preparation for statewide use in January 2008.
Child Care Enhancement Project, Lane County – Brent DeMoe 
The overall evaluator for this project, NPC Research, has released the draft of the first year evaluation of the Lane county project.   Neighborhood House and CCIP will be the second pilot for the Child Care Contribution Tax credit program beginning in January 2007.
Updates from Partners 
CCR&R Network – Mary Nemmers
The Statewide Mentor Program has been restructured.  Professional Development Mentors at each local R&R will provide technical assistance to providers on the Oregon Registry and any other professional development such as college courses or CDAs.  There will be eleven (11) Childhood Care and Education Mentors across the state in addition to the Professional Development Mentors at the local R&Rs.  All new mentors will be trained at the R&R Network Fall Conference, October 18-20. 

Robin Hill-Dunbar is leaving her position at the Network to take a job with the Clackamas County CCR&R program. 
Center for Career Development in Childhood Care and Education- Patsy Kohout
· The Center is working with OCCRRN to support the Mentor Program and new mentors.  The Center will provide some of the training Mentors receive at the Fall Conference. 
· Many of the OR forms are soon to be available in Spanish.  This includes applications, brochures and fliers. 
· The Center has recently done an evaluation of the OR system.  Data has been collected and analyzed and will be reported at the October 16th Professional Development Standards workgroup meeting.

Colleen reported that a document for school age providers, In the Mix, will be released in October.  In the Mix is a compilation of best practices and advice on working with mixed-age groups in family child care settings.  The  document was a result of several focus groups that happened across the state and input from child care experts in the field.  Next steps may include a training on working with mixed ages in family child care settings.

OAEYC – Merrily Haas

OAEYC fall conference is October 13 and 14.  Scholarships are available though the Center for Career Development at PSU.  There will be nineteen (19) Set Two trainings offered. 
The Child Care Director Certificate program is in its third year.  There is a great deal of interest from across the state and recruitment for a third cohort of directors is currently underway. 

Commission for Child Care – Heidi McGowan
OCCC is drafting legislation to extend the sunset on the Child Care Contribution Tax Credit and remove the contribution cap amount.   CPAs that are working with contributors suggested that the legislation also contain language that exempts the tax from the tax refund “kicker.”   Under the current legislation, the kicker is reduced when the tax credit is taken. 
Oregon ASK (After School for Kids) – Beth Unverzagt

Oregon ASK is working with the 21 century program at OED to sponsor service learning training in three locations in Oregon.   Information on the training can be found at www.OregonASK.org.   Sonja and Beth recently went to the C.S. Mott national coordinators meeting for the 34 states that have Mott funded networks.  They got great information on funding and policy initiatives and created some networking relationships with the other states.    OregonASK now has 20 partners and had a leadership retreat on September 12.  The Steering and Executive Committees are working on finalizing the Theory of Change report and annual report to Mott.  The OregonASK newsletter is going out monthly to over 1600 contacts via email.
Agencies and Other Reports

Oregon Family Child Care Network

Jeannie gave a report on the OFCCN’s first annual Leadership Retreat in Bend.  It was attended by 28 family child care providers and was well received by the participants and the partners who attended. 
DHS- Mark Anderson
DHS will have a policy package in the Governors budget that includes three main option packages:

1. Moving provider reimbursement rates to the 75th percentile of the market rate

2. 20 precent reduction in co-pay amounts for parents

3. Putting the income limit back to 185 percent of the Federal Poverty Level (FPL)
Mark gave thanks to AFSCME and SEIU for their lobbying efforts to get these proposals into the DHS budget.
Tom thanked Brent DeMoe for his services to the Child Care Division over the past 20 months.   Brent is taking a management position with the City of Salem starting on October 16.   He will be the coordinator for city-funded afterschool and youth development programs.
