1. 2006 Oregon Market Rate Study:  Review of Preliminary Findings
Deana presented the preliminary findings of the 2006 Market Rate Study.  This year multiple modes of rates were collected from providers – monthly, weekly, daily, hourly.  75% of respondents reported only one mode.  Deana will separate types of care by mode to see if any pattern develops.  She will also see if there’s a correlation between mode and high/low cost of care.  The two most common rates are hourly and monthly, and in Oregon family child care providers most commonly charge by the hour, and centers by the month.  Deana also handed out a table showing county size comparisons between 2004 and 2006.  

After ranking all zip codes and determining the distribution of rates, there are still three rate areas.  This study shows several counties moving up to the next rate area, and a few moving down.  Rate area A increased by 5%, rate area B by 8%, and rate area C decreased by 13%.  Deana then reported on some of the counties that had shifted to different areas.
